Eagles, osprey, and loons nest here and 
can usually be spotted. 
Note: There is no 'official' potty at this site, but there are 
lots of trees. Poison ivy too, so you’ll need to be watch-
ful. This is a small lake that usually provides glimpses of 
eagles and loons.  
Wednesday, July 15 – Lake Dubonnet 
Enjoy this man-made lake created many years ago for 
flood control. It is almost undeveloped and has patches of 
standing dead trees in which various birds (including rap-
tors) perch and nest, and there are several islands, includ-
ing one that floats. Not sure which one it is. Perhaps we 
can figure it out. 
Friday, July 31 – Boardman River, Hull Park 
Join us as we paddle under the new TART pedestrian 
bridge and Eighth St. bridge, pass by apartments and con-
dos, and meander our way to Union St. Dam (the stalwart 
structure that keeps invasive species out of the rest of the 
river). We’ll also venture forth into Boardman Lake if 
there’s time.  This can be a mini clean-up trip. There are 
usually bottles and other small items of trash in this section 
of the river. If you’re up for it, bring your grabber sticks and 
some small plastic bags for trash. 
Tuesday, August 18 – Cedar Lake 
We’ll pick our way through the creek that will take us to the 
bridge at M-22, right by one of the most toxic areas (aside 
from Bay Harbor) in northern Michigan.  But then we’ll 
clean our boats by paddling in the lake itself.

YMCA 
Paddle a short segment of the river that will be much live-
lier when the dams are removed.  We’ll go upstream (not 
much current) to the Sabin dam and then return.

Another jewel in the city, this trail is very popular as a 
snow shoe and ski venue in the winter but offers mag-
nificent trees, spring fed creeks and a great view from 
the top of the trail in addition to some interesting arti-
facts from the early days of the State Hospital.

The Sleeping Bear National Shoreline offers so many 
hiking opportunities but this particular one offers inter-
esting terrain, views of both Glen Lake and Lake 
Michigan and is a historically significant site as well.

The Newcomers Club of Grand Traverse  
By the Numbers 

 
Have you ever wondered how many members the newcom-
ers Club has? Or who makes up the membership? 
 
Our club currently has 152 households with a total member-
ship of 259 members. Forty-three of our members are 
signed up as singles (28% of the households and 17% of 
the membership). 216 members are signed up as couples. 
 
During the 2008/09 membership year forty-four new house-
holds signed up. We had 108 renewals. Our renewal rate is 
pretty steady – about 70%. 
 
The continued success of our club is dependent on the sup-
port of our members, along with our ability to recruit new 
members each year.
