MAYDAY!!!

That's a phrase that can mean different things to different
people and has meant different things at different times in
history.

In the 17™ century, the first day of May was celebrated as
the change from winter to summer; the planting and
growing season was back. Gifts of flowers and foodstuffs
were exchanged. It signified that another winter had
passed and people would survive because food would
again be available. The fertility of the earth was the sub-
ject of celebration. Trees were cut down and poles were
erected - “The May Pole”, a phallic symbol if ever one
was seen. People hung ribbons from the top of the pole
and wove them by dancing around the pole. If you are
old enough and are from a small farming community, you
may have actually seen this happening. | think that some
grade school teachers had their children build small May
Poles and hang ribbons from them. “May flowers” were
given and exchanged as gifts: a fun and pretty time of
year. Happy Mayday!

In the 19" century, the labor movement adopted the first
day of May as “labor day”. Conflict between the labor
representatives, “unions”, and businesses and law en-
forcement occurred when the unions tried to hold pa-
rades or demonstrations. Many people on both sides of
the conflict were injured and some deaths were suffered.
Many people were arrested and some were sent to
prison. Usually it was the labor people who were sent to
prison. In Chicago, a famous event was known as the
Haymarket riots. It was a conflict between unions and
businesses. Law enforcers usually took the side of busi-
ness for its own economic wellbeing. (Business and its
owners ran the governments and paid the most taxes.)

Michigan also had its trouble and conflict. Organizing
unions in the auto plants was the subject of many riots
and injuries. Both sides engaged in violent conduct. Only

the influence of the federal government stopped the vio-
lence and settled the matter. In 1897 the holiday “Labor

Day” was declared by the federal government and set on
the first Monday in September to honor labor.

Most members of Newcomers can remember when Rus-
sia and Stalin adopted the first of May as a holiday, "May
Day”, in honor of the Russian dead from World War II.
Huge parades were held In Moscow in which the military
might of Russia was displayed. | remember seeing these
parades on television with hundreds of tanks and artillery
pieces that were paraded in front of Stalin and his then
higher powered deputies. The Russian air force planes
continually flew overhead. The parades took hours to
pass in front of the reviewing stand. The parades and the
flexing of soviet military muscle probably contributed to
the feelings behind the “Cold War".

Today, most young people probably know “Mayday” as a
distress call from airplanes and ships. Who among us
has not seen a movie where the radioman on a ship is
not frantically sending out a “Mayday” signal repeatedly
and frantically over the radio. Titanic comes to mind. Air-
plane movies always seem to fit in a “Mayday” call. In the
water that | can see from my computer, West Bay, sits a
Coast Guard cutter. Today in the calm sunshine the
Coast Guard sailors seem to have an easy job. I'm sure
that in the storms of November every “Mayday” signal
that comes in over the radio will put these young men
and women at risk of their lives. And it's not only in No-
vember but every time there is a “Mayday” call these men
and women will answer it. Everyone who ventures out
onto the water should be thankful for this “backup”.

There you have it. Mayday can be anything from a satyr
skipping through the fields flinging flowers in its path to a
call which will bring the Coast Guard. | will choose the
happier and again say, HAPPY MAYDAY!!!

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Community Volunteer Opportunity:
Interlochen Center for the Arts

Many Newcomer members quickly become involved in
various community projects. As a service to our mem-
bers we will describe some of those volunteer activi-
ties. This month’s selection was submitted by John
Cartwright. Please send other options to the editor.

Volunteers help make a difference at Interlochen for
the community of artists! Many volunteers view their
time at Interlochen as a gift they gave themselves.

This summer of 2006 will mark the beginning of the 79"
session of what now is known as the Interlochen Arts
Camp. Together with the Academy, Interlochen annu-
ally provides life-changing experiences for more than
2,500 young people.

The Interlochen Arts camp offers students an extraordi-
nary fine arts experience every summer. More than
2,000 students, ages 8 through 18, come from all 50
states, 38 other countries, the District of Columbia,
Puerto Rico, Guam, and the U.S. Virgin Islands. By
the time Camp ends in August, they collectively partici-
pate in more than 500 performances and exhibitions.

Founded in 1962, Interlochen Arts Academy is the pre-
mier arts boarding high school in the country, recog-
nized as a model teaching center and outstanding pre-
senter of artistic talent and achievement. The Acad-
emy offers the 450 plus students from around the globe
instruction in music, theatre arts, dance, visual arts,
creative writing and college preparatory academics.
Ninety-five percent of Academy graduates go on to the
nation’s distinguished universities and conservatories.

The world class Interlochen Arts Festival, which boasts
750 annual theatre, dance, and music performances by
students, faculty and guest artists is in full swing during
the summer. Members of the camp community...
faculty, staff and volunteers,,,can take in a concert
such as The Irish Tenors, the World Youth Symphony
with van Cliburn, or witness a production of a play or
dance concert.

The largest group of volunteers work in the concert
usher corps. Ushers help take tickets, pass out pro-
grams and seat patrons at all our performances. In
exchange, volunteers receive free tickets to student
and faculty performances and ticket discounts on guest
artist concerts, as well as admittance to the concerts
they work. We have an usher orientation program

each year. At Kresge Auditorium guest artist concerts,
volunteers can opt to drive shuttle carts, serve as traf-
fic/parking assistants, or work at the box office. Of
course, most volunteers elect to serve as ushers. We
have a smaller concert schedule for the fall/winter/
spring seasons each year.

Should you wish to branch out from the usher program
mentioned above, the possibilities are extensive. For
instance, one volunteer spends each Thursday in
Health Services. Another person volunteers as a
seamstress and her husband builds sets and scenery.
The radio station also recruits volunteers to help during
semi-annual fundraising drives. We have volunteers
who help at the library. You can volunteer by the time
of day, the days of the week, summers and year round.
